e Host a free garage sale

e Bring lunches to construction workers and servicemen in your area
e Hand out free gum, popsicles, sunscreen, or bottled water with Acts of

Kindness/Invite cards at a local park

e Clean up a widow or single parent’s yard

unable to do it themselves

e Plan a “Back to School Bash” for foster care children with food, games, and a

school supply giveaway

Host a free car wash for the faculty of a local school

Help with minor car repairs for the elderly, widows, or single parents
